PUBLIC INTERACTION RULES

a) Activities are scheduled from Thursday, August 7" through Sunday, August 17", 2008 between 10am and 8pm.

b)  Must pre-register on 4-H Youth Development Building Entry form, by Monday, July 7, 2008 by 4:30 PM.

¢) Check in at the 4-H Youth Development Building Office upon arrival.

d) Sign up for a specific date and time during the Fair with the 4-H Office.

e) One award per year, per class.

f)  Pick up certificate at the conclusion of all hands on activities and presentations (Classes 1-4) and make sure participation is recorded at the
office in the 4-H Youth Development Building.

g) Forclasses 6 & 7, refer to Western District 4-H Forum (2007) materials or an etiquette book for proper placement of components. To receive
the $2.00 premium, the participant must make no more than 2 errors at the time he/she asks the staff member to evaluate the table setting. Work
must be completed by the exhibitor only.

Classes 1-4

Class #

1. Public Presentation —Do the same presentation two times for all types. All presentations must be between 5-15 minutes in length. Can repeat
presentation the same day. To enter Public Presentation Posters, see the 4-H Achievement, Section U.

2. Team Presentation — same as Class 1, but conducted by 2 members of 4-H.

3. Creative Communication — Dramatic Interpretation using puppetry, skits, clowning, singing, music, and story telling for conveying the
message. Contact 4-H office for details.

4. 4-H Alive - construct your favorite 4-H project in full view of the public. Project may be presented and displayed in various stages of
completion due to time constrains so that the audience can observe the whole construction process. Presenters are encouraged to answer
questions while they work. Several different stations will be set up throughout the 4-H Youth Development Building. Duration — Minimum of
1 hour.

5. Mannequin Modeling — Model an outfit or display non-wearing apparel, made by you, for 40 minutes in areas specified throughout the Youth
Development Building.

6. Table Setting — ages 5-8 — Set a proper table cover in front of a 4-H Youth Development Staff Member (or designated volunteer) using 7
different components (placemat, napkin, dinner plate, dinner fork, knife, spoon, water glass). Items will be provided.

7. Table Setting — ages 9 and above — same as class #6 except with 13 components (additionally, including a salad fork, salad plate, a beverage

glass, bread and butter plate, butter knife, and cup and saucer).
